Children will learn about the transport role of the
human circulatory system, its main parts and
primary functions. They will learn about healthy
lifestyle choices and the effects of harmful
substances on the body.

Computing — blogging

The children will learn how create spreadsheets and
use formulae to solve mathematical problems.

RSHE - Celebrating differences

The children will be celebrating and accepting
peoples differences, solving problems and sup-
porting each other.

Children will be recapping what it means to have a
growth mindset and learning about how mistakes
can help them learn.
