send in cash or cheques to the school as these will not be accepted.   

To ensure that the children have a safe trip, we would like some parents or 
carers to accompany us and take responsibility for a small group of children. If 
you are selected to support us and then withdraw, we will have to cancel the 
visit for the children without refunds as a result of the school having limited 
time to find a replacement. Due to financial constraints on the school budget, 
we now do not have enough school staff to use for school visits, so please 
ensure you are definitely available before volunteering.
